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IMPORTANT PRECAUTIONS

READ AND FOLLOW ALL DIRECTIONS

Follow all state, local, and National Electrical Code(s) (provincial and Canadian
Electrical Code(s) if applicable) unless local guidelines supersede.

For personal safety, and to avoid damage to equipment, follow all safety
instructions displayed on the equipment and within this manual.

Repair and service of your AquaClean® cleaner must be performed by qualified
service personnel only. Failure to properly operate, maintain or repair the
AguaClean® cleaner will void the factory warranty.

A WARNING - Failure to heed the following may result in permanent injury or death.

RISK OF ELECTRICAL SHOCK - The unit must be connected only to a supply
circuit that is protected by a ground-fault circuit-interrupter (GFCI). The GFCI
must be tested on a routine basis. To test, push the GFCI test button. Power
should be interrupted. Push the reset button. Power should be restored. If the
GFClI fails to operate in this manner, it is defective.

RISK OF ELECTRICAL SHOCK - If the ground-fault circuit-interrupter (GFCI)
interrupts power to the equipment without the test button being pushed, a
ground current is flowing with a possibility of an electrical shock. Do not use
equipment. Disconnect the equipment and have the problem corrected by a
qualified service representative before using.

RISK OF ELECTRICAL SHOCK - To reduce the risk of electrical shock, do not
use the charger if the cord is damaged.

PERSONAL SAFETY HAZARD - To reduce the risk of injury, do not permit
children to operate this device.

PERSONAL SAFETY HAZARD - Do not charge the cleaner if the environment is
above 95° F (35° C) or below 41° F (5° C)
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A CAUTION - Failure to heed the following may result in equipment damage.
e Use the accessories recommended or sold by the manufacturer only.

e Dry the charging port after removing the cleaner from out of the water. Ensure
the cleaner is switched off (the indicator should be off) before charging.

e Use the original and authorized power charger only. Do not charge any other
devices with this charger.

e Do not charge the cleaner if the environment is above 95° F (35° C) or below
41° F (5° C)

e Do not overcharge the cleaner as it will reduce the life of the battery.
e Do not power on the cleaner when it is out of the water.
e Always clean and wash the filter tray after each use.

e Do not use a pool cleaner on newly plastered pools, as wheels can leave track
marks if the surface is not adequately cured. Consult your pool professional for
instructions on when to use this cleaner on newly plastered surfaces.

e  Only qualified service professionals should disassemble the sealed drive kit
of the cleaner. Warranties will be voided if the cleaner has been improperly
installed. Failure to properly operate, maintain or repair the AquaClean® cleaner
will void the factory warranty.

Only use the pool cleaner under the specified water conditions:

Chlorine Max 4 PPM

pH 7.0-7.8 PPM
Temperature 41-95F (5-35C)
NaCl Maximum = 5000 PPM

Do not over-charge the cleaner. This
will reduce the battery life.

If the cleaner will be stored for more *
than (6) months, it should be fully
charged prior to storage.

The device has a lithium-ion rechargeable battery. Charge the battery before first
use and when the battery is low. Connect your device to a power outlet using the
included cable and adaptor.

. CHARGING IN PROGRESS ‘ BATTERY IS FULL

e For your safety, ensure the device is powered off and the charging socket is dry
before charging.
e Keep your device and adaptor away from direct sun or water when charging.

NOTE:

1. When charging, maintain a distance of at least 3m (approximately 10ft)
between the device and the pool edge.

2. The best charging environment temperature is 32°F - 95°F (0°C - 35°F),
RH at 5% - 95%.

You can turn on the device by pressing the on/off button. The LED indicator on the
front will display a solid blue when the device is on.

Choose your cleaning mode

After connecting to your App, you can preset a cleaning mode for your device.
There are 4 cleaning modes, and you can see details below.

“ Cleaning Range Cleaning Duration

Overall Wall + Floor + Waterline 110 min
Floor Only Floor 105 min
Wall Only Wall 105 min

Wall then Floor Wall + Floor 105 min

NOTE:

1. You can preset your cleaning modes via App before dropping the unit into the
pool. The default mode is Wall then floor.

2. Ifthe device restarts, it will automatically enter the cleaning mode you set last time.

3. Cleaning duration deviation is within £5min.

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Do a Filter Cleaning

CAUTION - Failure to heed the following may result in equipment damage.
Do not attempt to clean the filter while the unit is in the pool.

Hold the filter cover handle, press and open it.

1. Ensure the device is powered off before opening the top cover.

2. Clean the filter basket before allowing it to dry.

Take out the filter basket. Empty all debris and rinse it with
clean water.

After rinsing, put the filter basket
into the cleaner and close the cover.

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HOW TO MAINTAIN YOUR DEVICE

You should follow the steps to store your cleaner to maintain good performance.

a. Always ensure the device is powered off before performing maintenance.
Dry out the cleaner and filter basket.

Fully charge the battery.

Store the cleaner in a cool, ventilated area away from direct sunlight, heat
sources, and frost. The ambient temperature should be between 5°C/41°F and
45°C / 113°F.

Charge the cleaner every three months to ensure an optimal battery life.

FAQ & TROUBLESHOOTING

Q: What pool shapes and construction materials is the cleaner suitable for?

o

A: The machine can be applied to rectangle, oval, or irregular shapes of in-ground
swimming pools. Applicable construction materials include PVC, cement and
other high-friction materials. (Slippery materials such as tiles, mosaics, and
acrylic may not work well.)

Q: Will obstacles such as steps, shallow water areas, drains, slopes, etc., affect
the cleaner’s operation in the swimming pool?

A: The machine can climb steps, drains, and shallow water areas. The above
obstacles may influence its cleaning path, but will not affect the operation of
the machine.
